Head and other Trust Leaders will be with us for the day to see lessons in action and once again speak to
the children and staff about their learning.

| have been taking several visitors around the school this week and they have made many compliments
about our incredibly polite, well-mannered and well-behaved children. Each and everyone of them has
done us proud.

On Wednesday 26th June children from across years 2-4 went across to the Grove Academy and took
part in the Kite Times Tables Championships.
